Outer Frame/786036 Inner Frame snap-together frame,

or the 387500 Outer Frame/387501 Inner Frame screw-
together frame.

3. If equipped, remove the existing shade from the frame
and discard.

4. Holding the top rail at an approximate 45 degree angle,
insert one end into the corner between the inner frame and
glass (Fig.2A).

5. Repeat this action on the opposite end of the top rail.
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6. Press both ends up and latch in place moving leversina 4. Measure 2" up from the existing knot and mark the
right-to-left direction. cord.
